2.  Comments to the Vestry

3.  Reading of the Minutes
John Cooper made the motion to accept the minutes as presented. Johnnye Montgomery seconded, the motion carried.

4.  Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer, Cathy Figert, reported that many pledges had been prepaid in December. She reported that Rev. Smith’s insurance had gone up and would be approximately $40 per month more than originally budgeted for.  She is still awaiting the resolution of the TXU bill. St. John’s has not received a bill for the past 2 months.
5.  Status Report on Vestry


A. Wish List Committee:

Projects for 2010
D’Alice Belanger, 2009 Project Chair, has ended her term on the Vestry.  Bruce Shearer and Johnnye Montgomery have volunteered to co-chair this ministry. 

B. Church By Laws Revision Committee: Lilly Plummer, Project Chair handed out the first draft of revised canons and by laws. After much discussion, it was agreed that Lilly would revise the document once more before the first reading at the March Vestry meeting. Lilly also handed out a copy of the first draft of the newly revised St. John’s School by laws. She gave a brief synopsis of the November workshop the Vestry attended to brainstorm about the future relations between the church and the school. The Vestry was given a copy of the school by laws to review before the March Vestry meeting.

C.  PBAF-Estate Planning & Planned Giving Seminar, Frank Deaderick, Project Chair, reported that the seminar is tentatively planned for March or April.

D.  Church Employee Handbook: Frank Deaderick reported that he and Lilly Plummer have reviewed several models and that the St. John’s handbook is near completion. The next step is to meet with Rev. Smith and get his input. 

6.  For Report, Discussion, and Vote        
A. Sr. & Jr. Warden Positions: Due to the fact that Rev. Smith is in the hospital at this time, the Vestry agreed to keep Frank Deaderick as Senior Warden and John Cooper III as Junior Warden. Rev. Smith may reappoint wardens if he so wishes when he is healthy enough to resume his duties as rector.
B. Clerk Position: Lilly Plummer made a motion that D’on Paquette replace Peggy Caddell as Vestry Clerk since Peggy’s Vestry term expired. Johnnye Montgomery seconded and the motion carried.
C. Treasurer Position: John Cooper III made a motion that Cathy Figert remain as Treasurer. Lilly Plummer seconded and the motion carried.
7.  Rector’s Report
Rev. Layne Smith was absent due to hospital stay 

and Correspondence 
for pneumonia.
8.  Junior Warden’s Report
Some shingles have been replaced above the nave after being blown down by high winds.

9.  Senior Warden’s Report
Frank spoke with Bishop Mayer about Rev. Smith’s medical condition. Bishop Mayer and Rev. Smith both approved Deacon Ingrid Zeeck to have a Deacon’s Communion. The Bishop may send an interim priest if needed to help with school chapel and church services. Anne Peterson and Deacon Zeeck are sharing the school chapel duties at this time. There is only one supply priest in the Diocese at this time so for now we will wait and see what happens with Rev. Smith’s recovery. It was agreed that we postpone the February 14th “Bring a Friend Day” until Rev. Smith is back in church. Father McIntyre has agreed to help with consecrating evidence at this time.

10.  Other Business
Deacon Zeeck asked that the Senior Warden grant her permission to begin the discernment process for Lilly Plummer and Chris Stanley so they may continue with their Deaconate training. Sr. Warden, Frank Deaderick, agreed and the Vestry concurred.

11.  Closing Prayer
Closing prayer was offered by Deacon Ingrid Zeeck.
